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FUNDING TO NOVA SCOTIA, 2000-2001

• In 2000-2001, the Canada Council for the Arts provided grants worth $3.5 million to the arts in
Nova Scotia.

• In addition, $202, 862 was provided to 436 Nova Scotia writers through the Public Lending
Right Program.1  This brings the total amount of funding to Nova Scotia to $3.7 million.

• The Council awarded over $570,000 in grants to 76 Nova Scotia artists and over $2.8 million to
40 Nova Scotia arts organizations.

• Canada Council funding to Nova Scotia has increased significantly over the past four years.
Compared with 1996-97, grants to Nova Scotia are up more than 41% (from $2.5 million to $3.5
million).  This is a direct result of new funding received by the Canada Council for the Arts
beginning in 1997-98.

• Grants were provided in every artistic discipline – dance, music, theatre, visual arts, media arts
and writing and publishing.  The largest share of funding ($936,700) went to theatre activity in
the province.  Theatre funding to Nova Scotia makes up 4.5% of theatre funding by the Canada
Council.

• Music ($829,400) and visual arts ($714,400) are also relatively large areas of funding in Nova
Scotia.

• $2.4 million in Council funding went to artists and arts organizations in Halifax, making up 70%
of funding going to Nova Scotia.

• Nova Scotia artists and arts organizations received 3.3% of Canada Council funding.  In
comparison, the province makes up 2.5% of the total number of artists in Canada and 3.1% of
the Canadian population.

• 78 artists and arts professionals from the Atlantic provinces served as peer assessors in 2000-
2001, making up 13% of all peer assessors.

• According to the 1996 Census, there are about 11,000 Nova Scotians in arts and culture
occupations.  About 3,000 of these individuals are artists.  Almost 1,400 of these artists are
located in Halifax.

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AIDE ACCORDÉE À LA NOUVELLE-ÉCOSSE, 2000-2001

• En 2000-2001, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a accordé des subventions pour une valeur de 3,5
millions de dollars pour les arts de la Nouvelle-Écosse.

• De plus, la somme de 202 862 $ a été remise à 436 auteurs de la Nouvelle-Écosse dans le cadre
du programme de la Commission du droit de prêt public.2  Ainsi l’ensemble de l’aide financière
en Nouvelle-Écosse se monte à 3,7 millions de dollars.

• Le Conseil a attribué en subventions plus de 570 000 $ à 76 artistes de la Nouvelle-Écosse et
plus de 2 800 000 $ à 40 organismes artistiques de la province.

• L’aide financière du Conseil des Arts en Nouvelle-Écosse a considérablement augmenté au cours
des quatre dernières années.  Comparativement à 1996-1997, les subventions accordées en
Nouvelle-Écosse ont augmenté de plus de 41 % (passant de 2,5 millions de dollars à 3,5 millions
de dollars).  Cette hausse s’explique par l’arrivée de nouveaux fonds au Conseil des Arts depuis
1997-1998.

• On a accordé des subventions dans toutes les disciplines artistiques : danse, musique, théâtre,
arts visuels, arts médiatiques, et lettres et édition.  Ce sont les disciplines de la scène qui ont
bénéficié de l’aide financière la plus considérable de toutes (936 700 $).  L’aide apportée aux arts
de la scène en Nouvelle-Écosse s’est montée à 4.5 % de toutes les subventions accordées au
théâtre par le Conseil.

• La musique ont reçu 829 400 $ et les arts visuels 714 400 $ ce qui représente aussi des parts assez
considérables des subventions accordées en Nouvelle-Écosse.

• Une aide financière de 2,4 millions de dollars du Conseil des Arts du Canada a été accordée aux
artistes et aux organismes artistiques de Halifax, soit 70 % de l’aide financière accordée en
Nouvelle-Écosse.

• Les artistes et organismes artistiques de la Nouvelle-Écosse reçoivent 3.3 % de l’ensemble de
l’aide financière du Conseil des Arts.  Pour fins de comparaison, la province compte 2,5 % du
total des artistes au Canada et 3,1 % de la population canadienne.

• 78 artistes et professionnels des arts des provinces Atlantiques ont rempli des fonctions
d’évaluateurs en 2000-2001, soit 13 % de tous les évaluateurs du Conseil.

• D’après le Recensement de 1996, 11 000 Néo-Écossais travaillent dans le domaine des arts et de
la culture.  Parmi eux, environ 3 000 sont des artistes dont près de 1 400 vivent à Halifax.

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NOVA SCOTIA ORGANIZATIONS FUNDED BY THE CANADA
COUNCIL, 2000-2001

Word on the Street in Halifax was awarded a $7,500 Literary Readings and Festivals grant from
the Canada Council for the Arts in 2000-2001.  The event offered participants nearly 100 hours of
literacy events, author readings and children’s programming in 18 event tents.  A total of 114
exhibitors from across the region participated including publishers, community organizations,
literacy groups, booksellers and writers’ federations.  The Giant Literacy Tent housed 19 groups in
the complimentary exhibitor space.  Word on the Street also presented some of Canada’s premier
authors such as Alistair MacLeod, Dan McKay, Lynn Coady and Jan Zwicky.  Emerging authors also
participated, some launching books and others reading poetry.  A total of 66 authors participated in
the various events.

Eye Level Gallery received an Assistance to Artist-Run Centres grant from the Canada
Council for the Arts of $35,000 in 2000-2001.  Attendance at their new, higher profile location in the
heart of downtown Halifax topped 10,000 visitors during the 2000 season.  Eye Level collaborated
with a number of other organizations in the past season, expanding their audience base and pool of
technical resources.  These joint endeavours included projects with both the Nova Scotia College of
Art and Design and the Atlantic Fringe Festival.

In 2000-2001, a Music Festivals Programming Project Grant in the amount of $20,000 was
awarded by the Council to the Lunenburg Folk Harbour Society.  The Festival ran from August
10 through 13, 2000, presenting for the first time “Our Ancestry in Song.”  The event brought
together performers from around Nova Scotia to perform music from the province’s five founding
cultures.  The shows were designed to promote cultural understanding and harmony within the
region, and played to capacity crowds of all ages.  The presentations included performances for
children, a night of traditional music and a night of the contemporary music, showing how each
culture’s music has evolved.
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ORGANISMES NÉO-ÉCOSSAIS QUI ONT REÇU DE L'AIDE DU
CONSEIL DES ARTS DU CANADA

En 2000-2001, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a octroyé  une subvention de 7 500 $ au projet
d'Halifax, Word on the Street, dans le cadre du programme des Rencontres littéraires et festivals
littéraires. Le projet, dont les diverses activités se déroulaient dans 18 tentes, offrait aux participants
près de 100 heures d'événements littéraires, de lectures d'auteurs et de programmation pour enfants.
Au total, 114 exposants de toute la région, y compris des éditeurs, des organismes communautaires,
des groupes littéraires et des représentants de fédérations d'écrivains et de libraires ont participé à
l'événement. La « grande tente littéraire » rassemblait à elle seule 19 groupes dans l'espace mis
gratuitement à la disposition des exposants. Word on the Street a aussi présenté  certains grands
écrivains canadiens tels Alistair MacLeod, Dan McKay, Lynn Coady et Jan Zwicky. Ont aussi
participé à ce projet, des écrivains en début de carrière dont certains étaient présents pour le
lancement de leur livre et d'autres pour lire des œuvres de poésie. Au total, soixante-six auteurs ont
pris part aux diverses activités.

En 2000-2001, Eye Level Gallery a reçu une subvention de 35 000 $ dans le cadre du
programme d'aide pour centre d'artistes autogéré du Conseil des Arts du Canada. Au cours de la
saison 2000, plus de 10 000 visiteurs ont fréquenté leurs nouveaux locaux, plus en vue, au centre-
ville d'Halifax. Pendant la saison dernière, Eye Level a collaboré avec nombre d'autre sorganismes à
l'élargissant de leur public de base et de leur bassin de ressources techniques. Parmi ces entreprises
conjointes, on compte des projets de collaboration avec le Nova Scotia College of Art and Design et
l'Atlantic Fringe Festival.

En 2000-2001, la Lunenburg Folk Harbour Society  a reçu du Conseil des Arts du Canada 20
000 $ dans le cadre des Subventions de projet pour la programmation des festivals de musique. Le
festival, qui s'est déroulé du 10 au 13 août 2000, présentait en première « Our Ancestry in Song ».
L'événement a réuni des artistes de toute la Nouvelle-Écosse qui ont interprété la musique des cinq
cultures fondatrices de la province. Les spectacles, conçus dans le but de promouvoir la
compréhension culturelle et l'harmonie dans la région, ont été présentés à guichets fermés devant
des publics de tous les âges. Parmi les spectacles présentés, on compte des spectacles pour enfants,
une nuit de musique traditionnelle et une nuit de musique contemporaine. Tous illustraient comment
les musiques des diverses cultures avaient évolué.
