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Funding to Alberta, 2005-2006

e In 2005-2000, the Canada Council for the Arts provided grants worth $7 million to the arts in Alberta.

e In addition to grants, $400,000 in payments was provided to 747 authors through the Public Lending Right
Program in 2005-2006!. This brings the total amount of Canada Council funding to Alberta to $7.4 million.

e Vincent Ho from Edmonton was winner of the Robert Fleming Prize for Young Composers in 2005-2006.

e The Canada Council awarded close to $480,000 in grants to 86 Alberta artists and $6.6 million to 133 Alberta atts
organizations. 7% of the grants awarded in the province went to individuals, while 93% were awarded to
organizations.

e Grants were awarded to artists and arts organizations in Alberta in each artistic discipline — dance,
interdisciplinary and performance art, media arts, music, theatre, visual arts and writing and publishing. In 2005-
2006, the largest amount of funding went to music ($2.2 million). Theatre received the second largest amount of
funding ($1.7 million), followed by visual arts ($950,000).

e Funding to artists and arts organizations in Calgary totaled $3.4 million, comprising 49% of the total funding
going to the province. Edmonton received $2.9 million in funds (41% of total funding), while Banff received
$243,000 and Lethbridge $201,000. 19 additional communities in Alberta including Cochrane, Medicine Hat and
Red Deer were awarded funds in 2005-2006.

e 875 applications from Alberta artists and arts organizations were submitted to Council in 2005-2000, representing
5.7% of the total number of applications received.

e 57 Alberta artists and arts professionals served as peer assessors in 2005-2006, making up 7.5% of all peer
assessors.

e In 2005-20006, Alberta artists received 2.6% of Canada Council funding to artists and Alberta arts organizations
received 6.4% of the funding to arts organizations. In total, Alberta artists and arts organizations received 5.8%
of Canada Council funding. In comparison, the province makes up 8.9% of artists?, and 10.2% of the Canadian
population?.

e “Albertans spent $2.5 billion on cultural goods and services in 2003, or 3.3% of total consumer spending in the
province. The$2.5 billion in consumer spending on culture is five times larger than the $500 million spent on
culture in Alberta by all levels of government in 2002/03. This is the highest consumer-to-government spending
ratio of all the provinces. On a per capita basis, Albertans’ cultural spending is the highest of all provinces at $838
per resident.”*

Aide attribuée a ’Alberta, 2005-2006

e En 2005-20006, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a accordé 7 millions de dollars aux arts de 1’Alberta.

e Un montant de 400 000 § a en outre été payé a 747 écrivains et écrivaines de I’Alberta dans le cadre du
Programme du droit de prét public en 2005-20065, ce qui porte a 7,4 millions de dollars I'aide attribuée a I’Alberta.

e Vincent Ho d’Edmonton a remporté le Prix Robert-Fleming en 2005-2006.

e Le Conseil a accordé pres de 480 000 $ (soit 7 %) en subventions a 86 artistes de I’Alberta, ainsi que 6,6 millions
de dollars (soit 93 %) a 133 organismes artistiques de cette province.

Artists in Alberta / Artistes en Alberta

Two-thirds of Alberta’s 11,700 artists reside in Calgary (4,575) or Edmonton (3,095).

Artists represent 0.8 % of the local labour force in Calgary and Edmonton, putting them 3t and 4% on the ranking of
the 10 large cities of the Prairies. At 0.6 %, Medecine Hat, Lethbridge and Red Deer are 6t, 7t and 8t. St. Albert
and Strathcona County are 9™ and 10 with 0.5 %.

Among large Prairie cities, the percentage increase in the number of artists from 1991 to 2001 was highest in Calgary
(46%), Medicine Hat (30%) and Edmonton (21%).

Among large Prairie cities, it is in Calgary where artists have the highest average earnings. At only $21,500, however,
artists’ average earnings in Calgary are 42% lower than average earnings in the overall local labour force. Across

Canada, artists’ average earnings ($23,500) are 26% less than other workers.

Supporting Diversity in Excellence"

The Canada Council supports the endeavours of professional artists and arts organizations through its
programs. The following selection illustrates the scope of the projects supported by the Council in Alberta.

Southern Alberta Art Gallery, a contemporary art gallery in Lethbridge, received a $150,000 operating
grant in 2005-2006. The Gallery has a wide variety of programs aimed at children and youth. Alive and
Well in the Schools is an exhibition on the theme of Lethbridge’s history which publicly features the
imaginative works of elementary school students. Other programs aimed at youth and children include The
Gallery School which integrates art with educational curricula and Safari to the Gallery which allows
students to view exhibitions and participate in hands-on art activities.

Calgary author Paul Anderson attended the book launch of the UK, USA and German editions of his
baroque novel and contemporary mystery Hunger’s Brides and participated in the Edinburgh International
Book Festival with the assistance of a $2,500 travel grant. Hunger’s Brides, which draws upon “chronicles of
the conquest and histories of the Inquisition, myth cycles and archeological studies, ancient poetry and early
Spanish accounts of blood sacrifice” was named the 2005 Writers Guild of Alberta Novel of the Year and
was shortlisted for a Commonwealth Writers Prize.

Asani, an a cappella Aboriginal women’s trio based in Edmonton, was awarded a $2,500 travel grant to
participate in the 2005 Canadian Aboriginal Music Awards in Toronto and to perform pieces from their first
album Rattle and Drum. Asani won a Canadian Aboriginal Music Award in the Best Female
Traditional/Cultural Roots Album category. The name Asani derives from the Cree word for rock, asinzy,
and reflects the influence of rock music on Asani’s original compositions in Woodland Cree and English.

The annual herland Feminist Film and Video Festival, the longest-running media arts festival in Calgary,
celebrated its 15" anniversary with the assistance of a $20,000 grant in 2005-2006. Local, national and
international films on diverse themes from multiculturalism to disability issues are featured at the festival.
For the first time, in 2005, herland showcased films of a family-oriented nature including Adrianna Maggs’
award-winning I Dare Not Go in which a thirteen-year-old girl overcomes grief over her brother’s
drowning. herland also offers the IN: Camera Workshop, an intensive program for women artists with
limited access and experience in film and video production, which covers the process of making movies
from thought to image. Films shot by IN: Camera Workshop graduates are screened as part of herland
programming, such as the innovative short film The Way I See It by Anna Campbell in which the world
is seen through the eyes of a seeing eye dog.

The only professional francophone theatre company in Edmonton, L’UniThéatre, was awarded a total of
$37,850 in grants in 2005-2006. Productions slated for the 2005-2006 season include the fairy tale Entre
Deux Pays in which King Louis XX must magically save his kingdom from Queen Lizabeth who wants to
usurp his kingdom, and the dramatic comedy Encore where a couple’s emotional connections evolve
through an annual re-enactment of their first encounter in a hotel bar. Kenneth Brown’s original play
Cowboy Poetry was translated into French by L’UniThéatre with Canada Council support. The play,
inspired by both the playwright’s and L’UniThéatre’s artistic director’s ancestry of riding and open-range
champions, questions concepts of the cowboy culture.

Printmaker Karen Dugas, of Tofield, AB received a $1,500 travel grant in 2005-2006 enabling her to
participate in exhibitions, workshops and discussions on printmaking techniques in Minster, Germany.
Dugas attended Synergies, an exhibition of prints by artists associated with University of Alberta, which
featured one of her pieces, Anomaly No. 1. Inspired by her experience abroad, Dugas is collaborating with
other artists on an exhibition which will introduce Canadian printmaking to Turkey. Dugas’ works, several
of which have been showcased internationally, delve into themes of psychological reflection and self-
observation.

Calgary performance artist Anita Miotti polished her eclectic theatre piece Mummenpansz with the
assistance of a $10,000 theatre production project grant in 2005-2006. . Canada Council funds also enabled
Miotti to showcase Mummenpansz at the Big Secret Theatre, an intimate setting with an audience capacity of
245, offered by One Yellow Rabbit Performance Theatre. A coming of age comedy about relationships and
treedom, Mummenpansz fuses European clowning, poetry, prose, dance and violin music.

Michelle Teran, based in Pincher Creek, AB produced the public street performance, gallery installation
and online database for the project Life: A User’s Manual with a $23,000 media arts production grant.
Life looks at the average consumer’s use of wireless technology such as cell phones and how information
from these devices transmits facets of personal life into the public sphere. For Life, Teran walked with
surveillance cameras and broadcast live images from both private and public spaces in several cities around
the world. Life was nominated for Berlin’s Transmediale05 Award and the international cyber arts
competition Prix Ars Electronica awarded Teran with an Honourable Mention.

A $5,000 grant enabled Edmonton-based Métis writer Dennis Charney, to revisit the sites of his childhood
and adulthood to collect research material for his novel Sharps and Flats — Battling Bipolar. Sharps and
Flats describes in detail experiences in Charney’s life. His time spent in a mental institution, living
“cowpoke” lifestyle and that of an art enthusiast, his entrancement by spiritual paintings at the Louvre, and
overwhelming depression after a trip all over Europe are all but hints of the many unusual experiences
documented in Sharps and Flats.

The Canada Council awarded The McDades, of Edmonton a $12,000 grant to produce a new album
entitted Bloom in 2005-2006. The McDades, composed of three Alberta siblings and two honorary
McDades from Montréal, have a vast bilingual repertoire, from jazz to improvisation, which span the
musical traditions of several countries (Ireland, British Isles, France, and India). The online cultural
magazine, Rambles.net, recognized the quintet as a group adept at “crafting a new Canadian Sound.” In
honour of The McDades’ contribution to the diversity of their community, the City of Edmonton awarded
them a Salute to Excellence Performance Award in 2005.

The 2005 edition of the Calgary International Spoken Word Festival was supported by a total of $28,350
in grants for spoken word and audience development. Events included Poetry Beyond Belief , in which
senior artists performed in a church setting, Emerging Voices — Poetry Gone Wild, which featured the
works of young and emerging poets, Crawl on the Mall in which an emcee and tour guides led audience
members throughout several local areas where readings were held, and, Big Bang Poetry, where three well-
known Calgary jazz musicians improvised with other artists.

Vinok Worldance of Edmonton received $44,900 in Canada Council support in 2005-2006. Vinok
Wortldance showcases multicultural dance styles including Irish step dancing, Flamenco, Hungarian boot
slapping, and Chinese ribbon twirling. The committee responsible for the Alberta Centennial approached
Vinok Worldance to commemorate the occasion with Unity Dance, a short but intensive dance piece



which features 63 dancers and 23 cultures. Vinok Worldance also travelled to Orange County, California to
perform at the Orange County Showcase.

The Canada Council awarded Craig Le Blanc from Calgary a $16,000 visual arts project grant in 2005-2006
to investigate playing fields and other sports facilities through a series of sculptures and installations.
LeBlanc’s work will address sociocultural norms inside the playing field (i.e., the idealization of sports
heroes) and as well as outside of it (i.e., prominent use of advertisements). Le Blanc will also use a remote-
controlled blimp to showcase certain pieces of art at selected arenas and stadiums.



A Pappui de Pexcellence dans toute sa diversité"

Grace a ses programmes, le Conseil des Arts du Canada soutient les entreprises de nombreux artistes et
organismes artistiques professionnels. La sélection suivante illustre I’étendue de la diversité des projets
appuyés par le Conseil en Alberta.

En 2005-2006, Southern Alberta Art Gallery, une galerie d’art contemporain de Lethbridge, a recu une
subvention de fonctionnement de 150 000 §. La galerie offre un large éventail de programmes destinés aux
enfants et aux jeunes. Alive and Well in the Schools est une exposition sur le theme de lhistoire de
Lethbridge qui met publiquement en évidence les ceuvres imaginatives d’éleves du niveau élémentaire. Parmi
les autres programmes congus pour les jeunes et les enfants, mentionnons The Gallery School, lequel
integre I’art au programme scolaire, et Safari to the Gallery, qui permet aux éléves de visiter des expositions
et de prendre part a des activités artistiques pratiques.

Paul Anderson, un auteur de Calgary, a assisté au lancement au Royaume-Uni, aux Etats-Unis et en
Allemagne de son livre Hunger’s Brides, a la fois une nouvelle de '’époque baroque et un roman policier
contemporain, et il a participé au Edinburgh International Book Festival grace a une subvention de voyage
de 2 500 $. Hunger’s Brides, inspiré des « chroniques de la conquéte et des histoires de I'Inquisition, de cycles
mythiques et d’études archéologiques, de poemes anciens et des premiers récits espagnols de sacrifices
sanglants, » a été désigné Nouvelle de 'année de la Writers Guild of Alberta pour 2005 et a été finaliste d’un
Commonwealth Writers Prize.

Asani, un trio de femmes autochtones d’Edmonton qui chantent a cappella, a regu une subvention de voyage
de 2 500 $ pour participer au Canadian Aboriginal Music Awards de 2005 a Toronto et pour interpréter des
picces de son premier album Rattle and Drum. Asani a remporté un prix du Canadian Aboriginal Music
Award dans la catégorie Best Female Traditional/Cultural Roots Album. Le nom Asani vient du mot cti
désignant roc, asiniy, et reflete influence de la musique rock sur les compositions originales d’Asani en cri
des bois et en anglais.

Le herland Feminist Film and Video Festival annuel, le plus ancien festival des arts médiatiques de
Calgary, a célébré son 15° anniversaire grace a une subvention de 20 000 $ accordée en 2005-2006. Des films
locaux, nationaux et étrangers sur divers themes, depuis le multiculturalisme aux problémes de limitations
d’activité, y sont présentés. Pour la premicre fois, en 2005, herland mettait en vedette des films axés sur la
famille, entre autres I Dare Not Go, un film primé d’Adrianna Maggs dans lequel une adolescente de
13 ans surmonte son chagrin aprés la noyade de son frére. herland présente également IN: Camera
Workshop, un programme intensif pour les femmes artistes ayant un acces et une expérience limités dans la
production de films et de vidéos, lequel couvre le processus de production de films depuis I'idée jusqu’a
I'image. Les films produits par les diplomées de IN : Camera Workshop sont sélectionnés dans le cadre du
programme herland, par exemple le court métrage novateur The Way I See It I’Anna Campbell montrant
le monde vu par un chien-guide.

L’UniThéatre, la seule compagnie de théatre professionnel francophone a Edmonton, a recu des
subventions totalisant 37 850 § en 2005-2006. Le programme de la saison 2005-2006 inclut Entre Deux
Pays, un conte de fées dans lequel le roi Louis XX doit sauver par magie son royaume de la reine Lizabeth
qui veut usurper le trone, et la comédie dramatique Encore, dans laquelle les liens émotifs d’un couple

évoluent au fil de la reconstitution annuelle de sa premicre rencontre au bar d’un hotel. La picce originale de
Kenneth Brown intitulée Cowboy Poetry a été traduite en francais par L’UniThéatre grace au soutien du
Conseil des Arts du Canada. La picce, inspirée par les exploits des ancétres du dramaturge et ceux du
directeur artistique de L’UniThéatre sur les terrains de parcours libre, remet en question les concepts de la
culture des cowboys.

Karen Dugas, une graveuse d’art de Tofield, en Alberta, a recu une subvention de voyage de 1 500 § qui lui
a permis de participer a des expositions, a des ateliers et a des discussions sur les techniques de gravure d’art
a Munster, en Allemagne. M™ Dugas a assisté a Synergies, une exposition de gravures d’artistes associés a
I'Université de I’Alberta, laquelle comptait 'une de ses ccuvres, Anomaly No. 1. S’inspirant de son
expérience a I’étranger, M™ Dugas collabore avec d’autres artistes a une exposition qui fera connaitre la
gravure canadienne en Turquie. Ses ceuvres, dont plusieurs ont été présentées a I’étranger, portent sur des
themes de réflexion psychologique et d’observation de soi.

Anita Miotti, une artiste de la scéne de Calgary, a perfectionné sa picce de théatre éclectique intitulée
Mummenpansz grace une subvention de projet de production en théatre de 10 000 § recue en 2005-2006.
Les fonds du Conseil des Arts du Canada ont également permis a M™ Miotti de présenter Mummenpans au
Big Secret Theatre, une salle d’une capacit¢é de 245 personnes, offerte par le One Yellow Rabbit
Performance Theatre. Une comédie sur le passage a I'age adulte traitant de relations et de liberté,
Mummenpanszg allie la loufoquerie européenne, la poésie, la prose, la danse et la musique pour violon.

Michelle Teran, de Pincher Creek, en Alberta, a produit la performance de rue, l'installation en galerie et la
base de données en ligne du projet Life: A User’s Manual grace a une subvention de production en arts
médiatiques de 23 000 §. Lsfe se penche sur 'utilisation par le consommateur moyen de la technologie sans
fil, par exemple le téléphone cellulaire, et la facon dont I'information provenant de ces appareils montre des
facettes de la vie personnelle dans 'espace public. Pour produire Life, M™ Teran s’est promenée avec des
caméras de surveillance et a diffusé en direct des images prises dans des espaces privés et publics de
plusieurs villes du monde. Lzfe a été mis en nomination pour un prix du Transmediale05 de Berlin. De plus,
M™ Teran a obtenu une mention honorable au concours international sur les cyber-arts au Prix Ars
Electronica.

Une subvention de 5 000 § a permis a Dennis Charney, un auteur métis ’Edmonton, de revisiter les sites
de son enfance et de sa vie d’adulte pour y chercher du matériel et y effectuer des recherches pour sa
nouvelle Sharps and Flats — Battling Bipolar. Sharps and Flats décrit en détail les expériences de la vie de
M. Charney. Le temps qu’il a passé dans un établissement psychiatrique, sa vie comme « cowboy », son
enthousiasme pour les arts, son ravissement devant des ceuvres spirituelles au Louvre et une dépression
profonde a la suite d’'un voyage en Europe ne sont que des apercus des nombreuses expériences
inhabituelles relatées dans Sharps and Flats.

En 2005-20006, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a octroyé au groupe The McDades, d’Edmonton, une
subvention de 12 000 § pour produire un nouvel album intitulé Bloom. Le groupe The McDades, composé
de deux fréres et une sceur d’Alberta et de deux membres McDades honoraires de Montréal, ont un vaste
répertoire bilingue, depuis le jazz a I'improvisation, qui recoupe des traditions musicales de plusieurs pays
(Irlande, iles Britanniques, France et Inde). Le magazine culturel en ligne, Rambles.net, considére ce quintet
comme un groupe habile « a créer un nouveau son canadien ». Pour souligner la contribution du groupe The
McDades a la diversité de sa communauté, la ville ’Edmonton lui a remis le prix Salute to Excellence
Performance en 2005.
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Le Calgary International Spoken Word Festival de 2005 a bénéficié de subventions totalisant 28 350 $
pour la création parlée et le développement d’audiences. Parmi les événements, mentionnons Poetry
Beyond Belief, ou des artistes d’age mur se sont produits dans une église, Emerging Voices — Poetry
Gone Wild, mettant en vedette les ceuvres de jeunes poctes en émergence, Crawl on the Mall ou un
maitre de cérémonie et des guides ont amené les membres de l'auditoire dans plusieurs locaux ou se
déroulaient des lectures, et Big Bang Poetry, ou trois musiciens de jazz bien connus de Calgary se sont
livrés a des improvisations avec d’autres artistes.

En 2005-20006, Vinok Worldance d’Edmonton a bénéficié d’un soutien financier de 44 900 $ du Conseil
des Arts du Canada. Vinok Worldance présente des styles de danse multiculturels, dont des danses
irlandaises, du flamenco, des danses traditionnelles hongroises et des numéros de pirouettes chinoises
accompagnées de rubans. Le comité responsable des fétes du centenaire de ’Alberta a proposé au Vinok
Worldance de commémorer I'événement en présentant Unity Dance, un numéro de danse bref mais
endiablé mettant en vedette 63 danseurs et 23 cultures. Vinok Worldance s’est également rendu a Orange
County, en Californie, pour une performance au Orange County Showcase.

En 2005-2000, le Conseil des Arts du Canada a accordé a Craig Le Blanc, de Calgary, une subvention pour
un projet en arts visuels de 16 000 $ pour lui permettre d’explorer les terrains de jeux et autres installations
sportives au moyen d’une série de sculptures et d’installations. I’ceuvre de M. Le Blanc portera sur les
normes socioculturelles a I'intérieur du terrain de jeu (par exemple Iidéalisation des héros des sports) ainsi
qu’a Pextérieur (par exemple l'utilisation proéminente de la publicité). M. Le Blanc utilisera aussi une caméra
insonorisée télécommandée pour présenter diverses ceuvres d’art dans certains arénas et différents stades.
